	Sheltered Instruction Strategy: Word Wheel


	Brief explanation of how the strategy was used
	Step 1-The word, “marvelous” has a central role to the book, “George’s Marvelous Medicine” by Roald Dahl.  Not only is it in the title but it is referred to throughout the story.  Students are introduced to the word and given an everyday connection to the word.

Step 2- Teacher then puts the word in the center of the word wheel

Step 3- Students search the segment of the text that we are reading that day for other words.  Words are added to the word wheel.

Step 4-Students brainstorm additional words to add to the word wheel.  Also as we read, if a student finds another synonym for the word it is added to the word wheel.

Step 5- Students practice using the word in conversation in a think, pair, share fashion. 

	Reflection: How and why was the strategy effective?  What might you change for next time?


	The word wheel helped to make the content comprehensible to my ELL students in my classroom because it provided clarification, practice with the words and time to apply the words.  Instead of just figuring out the word or skipping it when coming across it in the reading students are able to really look at the word, practice saying and using it, understand the word’s meaning in a formal as well as kid friendly way, look forward to seeing it in the reading, and  have a better understanding of how the word will be used and why.  I think that giving the time to vocabulary before reading gets students excited about what they will read and gives them the power to better understand what they will read.

The word wheel  helped my ELLs in the classroom produce academic language and discourse because it exposed them more to the vocabulary and therefore gave them a greater understanding of the core concept of the lesson.  Also the use of the think, pair, share, with practicing the vocabulary and reading a text with the vocabulary really provided the students the tools they needed to be able to engage in conversation about the text.

The next time I try this strategy I might incorporate some realia.  I think the picture really helps students to create a deeper connection and therefore grasp a greater understanding of the word.



The following is the lesson sequence, I thought I would include it down here as it may be helpful for others.

Lesson Sequence:

 30 minute lesson

1. Review Book Club expectations

2. Introduce three Column Notes

3. Go over vocabulary, marvelous, mischief and disobedience

4. Read aloud and model three column notes. Ask for student input on TCN as continue reading (guide students to the TCN model)

5. Read pages 1-6

6. Discuss answers to comprehension questions (discuss in think-pair-share model) 1. Wo are the characters in the story so far?  What is the setting of the story?  What is your evidence?
