	I taught the word “cornucopia”. The students understood/remembered pre-taught vocabulary words on the November Word Wall. They understood the word in context with the selection read to them. I also used visuals pictures of cornucopias found in Thanksgiving books as well as wall decorations.

The students did a Turn and Talk when answering comprehension questions using the vocabulary. The selection I chose also included multiple choice questions. I had the students hold up cards with A, B, C or D, indicating their answer choice (they enjoyed this).The students also answered orally and/or in writing (depending on level) a short answer open response question about cornucopias.
When we used to do the SFA reading program I always tried to incorporate the use of Realia as much as possible. I did forget to get a store bought cornucopia since I do not have one myself. I told the students I would look for one over the weekend and decorate our classroom with it for the Thanksgiving season.
