Muckraking Field Investigation Notebook / Newspaper Project

Directions: Your group will become “muckrakers” and investigate social, political and environmental problems facing the United States at the turn of the 20th century (1890-1920).

After completing your investigations your group will create a newspaper exposing the problems.
