	Partner Reading



	Brief explanation of how the strategy was used
	Text: Goldilocks and the Three Bears retold by Melissa Stuart, Illustrated by Marc Mongeau (Level I balanced literacy text)
The partner reading strategy has 4 ways to read. We used the 4 ways. The first way is a 3 way reading with a lower level ELL, and two other readers. This way it only builds fluency. The second way is reading with a partner for vocabulary practice. The first partner reads aloud a sentence. Partner two then restates the sentence with an emphasis on using the key vocabulary. The goal is for the students to not look back at the text. If the students can read longer sentences, then you can have them read paragraphs instead of sentences. The third way to read is where partner one reads aloud, and partner two questions or comments about what was read by the first partner. Then partner one can respond and then they switch jobs. This strategy helps with comprehension. The fourth strategy helps with comprehension and is slightly different than the third way. In the fourth variation partner one reads aloud and then partner one can comment on what they just read about. Then partner two can provide clarification or feedback. Then the partners switch.  I gave them a card with the words say, ask, tell to help them remember to do the steps after reading each page. The card served as a reminder for them to stop and ask a question, say something about what happened, or tell something interesting.

	Reflection: How and why was the strategy effective?  What might you change for next time?

	By utilizing other SEI strategies prior to partner reading the students were already familiar with the story. I felt the students have a better understanding of the text.  By using the 4 different variations of partner reading it helped the students see that there are differences. The students self-evaluated after using each strategy. They really enjoyed each one, and I think they felt comfortable seeking assistance from their peers. Even though they were familiar with the story, they commented on each page. The students felt as though it helped them. It was positive to see and hear them reading and having academic discussion about a text. Next time, I would continue to use the 4 different partner reading strategies. I look forward to helping them expand on the academic discussion using this strategy. By using the 4 different ways to partner read, I hope that the ELLs will have variety in their use of strategies. I also envision their success in gaining academic language. The students in the group are very comfortable with each other.  I hope that this continues in the homeroom class as well. The more I increase their use of English and being comfortable using the language, the greater skill acquisition they will have.
