	This is a grade 2 special ed. reading group consisting of 4 students with 1 identified ELL student. As a special education teacher I tend to give 1:1 teacher guidance as much as possible (probably too much). Although I am fortunate during this time to be able to offer so much individualized instruction, I found that having the students work/read with each other allowed them to be more independent and confident with their reading development.    

This strategy allowed for ALL the students to become better listeners to their partner. The partner cooperation and encouragement with each other resulted in the simple joys of reading while increasing their vocabulary development through oral language. It also allowed for me to realize that partner reading no matter how small the group can be successful without my constant guidance and support.

To increase my ELLs’ engagement and interaction, the next time I try this strategy, I would switch the partners or try to put all of them together in one group. This will allow for more peer interaction and conversation which hopefully will improve their oral reading skills even further!!
