	Reflection: How and why was the strategy effective?  What might you change for next time?

	The ELLs in my small group were introduced to the text features. There were several different uses of the punctuation in the text. By showing them these features prior to reading, they were able to read more fluently. I had already taught the 7 step vocabulary, and I had used one of the word wheel words. So, the students had some exposure to the text prior to the new strategy being taught. This enabled the students to attend to the text with a different focus.  They didn’t get stuck reading. They were able to read and comprehend because of the depth that we used to review the words and text features. Next time, I would use a non-fiction text. It worked well with a fairy tale due to the different punctuation.
