	Reflection: How and why was the strategy effective?  What might you change for next time?


	The students were excited about working together. It allowed me to assess the student’s knowledge of what a verb is and to make sure of content comprehension. I took this one step further by having them write sentences containing some of the chosen verbs.  The students were able to produce and write verbs as a group. After the list was created, we read each word written and I made sure they knew the meaning of any unfamiliar verbs that their peers may have chosen allowing for improved academic verbal language and knowledge.

To increase my ELLs’ engagement and interaction, the next time I try this strategy, I would make even smaller groups. I decided to put all 7 students together since this was the first time I was implementing this strategy. I should have made 2 groups just to make them feel more comfortable. Some of the students are self-conscious and can be apprehensive even with our small group of 7!! I did use the timer just to see how many words they could write given a time limit that I thought was appropriate. This group consists of the 3 ELL students who all are at a Level 2 in writing. Although they all are identified at this level, two of the students seem to be much higher than the third student. That student wanted me to write the verb that he said so I did because I wanted him to be successful. I did say to him and all the other students that it doesn’t matter about the spelling just try to write the word as best you can. After the paper went around a few times, this student attempted on his own to write a verb. He was quite proud of himself for trying and so was I!!!
